Parking Lot 
 

Thank you for adhering to  
protocols for the morning drop-off 

and afternoon dismissal routines. The   
priority is the safety of our students. 
Please note the following changes  

effective immediately! 
 

 When dropping off middle school  
students, vehicles should pull all the 
way up to the awning door (Entry 4) in 
order to create space for more cars 
using the lane. 

 

 There is NO pedestrian crossing on I 
Street except for the intersections at 
17th and 18th Streets.  

 

 The 18th Street intersection is a      
four-way stop which makes it a     
preferable location for students to 
cross. 

 

 Crossing the street anywhere on the 
block other than the intersections   
violates a city ordinance and carries 
the potential for a citation and a fine. 

 

 There is no longer a SVS employee 
stationed on 17th Street to supervise 
vehicles during dismissal and regular 
traffic. 

 

 Vehicles are expected to adhere to the 
Right Turn Only signage when exiting 
the parking lot through the lane past 
the Shamrock Center. (Fr. Ricks Way)
